The Rev. J.R. Pendergrass came to Franklin in 1880 as pastor of the First Baptist Church and engaged in
the dry goods business. [n 1904, he built the handsome, two-story brick store and office building that the
Sociely now operates as a museum of local history. One ol the oldest buildings in downtown Franklin, it
has many unusual features, including a suspended balcony and massive heart-of-pine counters.
